
READ John 4:1-42 (focus on 4:19-30)

1. How has your perspective on God changed in the last few years? Has He challenged the way you think

about him?

2. As you consider the whole conversation that Jesus has with the Samaritan woman (John 4:1-26), what

were some deeper hopes and desires that she was waiting for?

3. What word appears ten times in this passage (John 4:19-26)? What’s the significance of this word in the

conversation with Jesus?

4. What vision of salvation is Jesus sharing with the woman and ultimately with us? How does this vision

shape how we practice the habit of share your faith? (John 4:22-23)

5. What are some misconceptions that people have about Jesus? What are ways that Jesus meets

people’s deepest needs?

6. Who is one person you have been praying for in this series? How does this message today help you see

them as Jesus would have you see them?
